Dear County and District Superintendents and Charter School Administrators: 

Remin der of Obligation to Protect Immigrant Families’ Rights 
to Access Public Education  

All children in the United States, regardless of immigration or citizenship status, have a 
right to a free and appropriate public education. 

In response to requests for information and support from local educational agencies 
(LEAs), the California Department of Education (CDE) is sharing resources to preserve 
access to education for students from immigrant families during times of increased fear 
of immigration enforcement. 

According to data gathered by the Urban Institute, approximately half of California’s 
students are members of immigrant families, in which one or more parents are 
immigrants. One in five children in California are members of mixed-status families, in
