C.20 Resolution No. 501314: Approving a School Facilities Needs Analysis

Comment

Government Code Sections 65995.5, 65995.6, 65995.7 regarding school facilities fees requires that a
School Facilities Needs Analysis be conducted yearly to determine the amount to be drarged f
developer fees for Level Il and Level 11l new residential construction. Due to student generation factors
cost of construction and site acquisition costs, the Level Il fee will increase from $4.42 per square foot
to $4.58 per square foot. The new fei#t go into effect January'§ 2014, if approved by the Board. If

not approved by the Board, the District would not be eligible to collect Level Il fees, and the Level | fee
of $3.20 per square foot would be charged for new residential construction as feelconstruction of
additions. This analysis was conducted according to state guidelines.
