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Adding Integers 
 
You may want to start with teaching the number line model (using I Do  We Do  You 
Do) and then teach the tile spacer model (again using I Do  We Do  You Do).  Make 
sure to show students how to record the problems in their notebook. 
 
Introduction 
Teach students what a zero pair is. 

• Use movement: one step to the left, one step to the right, you’re back where you 
started. 

• Elevator: one floor up, one floor down, back where you started. 
• End by showing students on a number line as well as with tile spacers.
