The WCCUSD Strategic Planning Guiding Coalition is excited to share an update on our Strategic
Planning process.  Key members of the Guiding Coalition have prepared the below linked presentation for
your review - work to date & next steps including district priorities.  In July we sent the final Mission,
Vision, and Graduate Profile skills out for input in a survey.  659 of the 1500 participants provided
feedback on the information—but only 8.2% of the feedback was given by Spanish speaking
families—which is disproportionate to our overall district demographics. Therefore, we have reopened the
survey and are sharing preliminary results with you now until we can ensure wider community feedback.
Please support our current outreach efforts to get more community input on our survey by August 28,
2022 -a flyer is attached below.  At the September 7, 2022 Board meeting, key Guiding Coalition
members will present our final mission, vision, and graduate profile skills for Board approval..

Penalties for violating rights of the disabled don't apply to public schools, state Supreme Court

California businesses that discriminate against a customer can be sued for penalties of at least $4,000 and
damages of as much as three times the harm they inflicted. But the same penalties do not apply to public
schools that violate their students’ rights, the state Supreme Court ruled Thursday in the case of a disabled
student from Contra Costa County.
